Notes for the Auditor:

1. Statement of Accounts: The Parish Council’s accounts for 2020/21 were approved and adopted at the Parish Council meeting on Thursday, 20th May 2021, item 14.
2. Precept & Budget: Preliminary Budget for 2022/23 discussed at Parish Council meeting on 18th November 2021, minute item 9(ii), decision delayed until January 2022. The Budget & Precept were further discussed at a Parish Council meeting on 20th January 2022, where an increase in the Precept requirement was agreed, minute item 10(ii) and (iii).
3. Reserves Held: Earmarked Reserves held for Election purposes £1,000; General Reserves held £2,400.
4. Petty Cash: No petty cash is held.
5. VAT: The sum of £115.00 had been reclaimed for the period 01/04/20 to 31/03/21.
6. PAYE & Pension: The Council was registered for PAYE and any necessary payments were deducted from the Clerk’s Salary.  There were no pension requirements. Re-declaration to the Pensions Regulator made 12th August 2021 as required.

8. Parish Council Bank Account: Where possible, all payments are now made online.
9. Parish Council Payments and Receipts: All payments and receipts have been considered and confirmed either at meetings or via email.  All payments and receipts have been reported in meeting minutes as appropriate.
10. Current Account Bank Balance: The current account bank balance includes receipt of Locality Grants of £720.00 for Quiet Lanes Signs from MSDC and £920.00 for Quiet Lanes Posts from SCC.  Poles and signs are now installed and request for payment is anticipated shortly.
The balance also includes grants in the sum of £1,000 and £750 towards the purchase of a new solar powered SID, this has been purchased and payment is due on 21st April 2022.
The balance includes a grant of £332 towards village sign repairs which are ongoing.
The balance also includes an award £1,689 CIL money which has not yet been allocated. 
11. Annual Registration with ICO: The Annual Registration Fee is paid by Direct Debit on or around 5th February, all statutory requirements are met.
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
